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Use the following outline as a guide to your proposal narrative.

1. Proposal Summary – Give a 2-3 sentence summary of this request.

2. Purpose: This category is intended for non-profit arts organizations, within the region, that have been in existence for at least three years and program year-round.  The program offers professional consultants in the areas of board retreats, fundraising, working with volunteers and budgeting.  These grants require no match, but do require a one for two ($1,000 match for a $2,000 grant) of in-kind services.  Organizations that receive General Operating Support from the MSAB or the McKnight Foundation are not eligible to apply in this category.
3. Who May Apply: Arts producing, non-profit organizations within the region, that have been in existence for at least three years and program year-round, may apply.  
4. Grant Amount: Consultancy grants of no less than $500 and no more than $3,000 will be considered for funding.  No cash match is required, but a two for one match of in-kind services is necessary.
5. Who May Not Apply: Arts organizations that receive General Operating Support from the MSAB or the McKnight Foundation may not apply.

6. Grant Criteria:  These grants will not be competitive, but rather handled by staff and a committee of the Board.  With the exclusion of General Operating Support recipients, the focus and purpose of this grant is for strengthening existing organizations to the point where they can become competitive for General Operating Support, both with SEMAC and perhaps, in time, may prove to be eligible to apply to the MSAB for same.  Staff, who have been working with applicants and who are intimately aware of the panel’s conversations will be in the best position to assess need and SEMAC’s ability to effect change, through these grants. 
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
