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Use the following outline as a guide to your proposal narrative.

1. Proposal Summary – Give a 2-3 sentence summary of this request.

2. Organizational and Project Information:
· Brief summary of organization history, including date your organization was established.

· Brief summary of organization mission and goals.

· How was the particular focus of the project determined and who was involved in that decision-making process.

· Overall goal(s) regarding the project.

· Objectives to meet the goals.

· Specific activities for which you are seeking funding.

· Who will carry out the project and what are their qualifications relevant to this project or program.

· Time frame in which this project or program will take place.

· How the proposed project/program will benefit the community and artists.

· Your criteria for success.

3. Project or Program Budget

Present a reasonably detailed project or program budget that shows both sources of income and expense items.  Attach a budget narrative explaining your numbers.  You may use the attached Project or Program Budget format if you choose.

4. Project or Program Financial Support

Provide a list of approved, pending, or denied requests for financial support for the project or program, including the amount received to date for this purpose.

5. Grant Criteria

The MSAB Tier II Organizations Special Initiative Program grants are specifically designed for new projects or initiatives, not currently funded under General Operating Support.  These new projects will be viewed by SEMAC as “research and development” and should rely on the artistic expertise the organization has developed through its ongoing operations.  It is hoped that the Tier II groups will develop new programming that will serve the artistic needs of the communities of the region.  These grants require no cash match, but will require a one for two match of in-kind services, time, space and supplies.  SEMAC will not support a project using art as a vehicle for other goals; for example, education, rehabilitation, or socialization.

Who May Apply:  MSAB Tier II organizations only.

Grant Amount:  Grant proposals of no less than $500, and no more than $4,000 may apply for funding.  While cash match is not required, SEMAC will require a one for two match of in-kind services.

Project/Program Criteria:  1. Does the project/program duplicate an existing project/program(s) within the organization?  2.  Is the project/program primarily artistic in focus?

Ability to Accomplish:  1. Does the project/program require new staff?  If so, how are they recruited and what qualifications must they have?  2. How will such additions be funded in the future? 
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
